The Illinois Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan (INHMP) establishes a process for identifying
and mitigating the effects of natural hazards in the State of Illinois as required under the Disaster
Mitigation Act of 2000. The development and maintenance of the INHMP is a cooperative effort
of state agencies, coordinated by the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA). All grant
funding which is provided as a result of this plan will be administered in accordance 44 CFR
§13.11(c).

Hazard mitigation is an important component of emergency management which reduces or
eliminates losses to human life and property. The INHMP addresses the history, relative risk and
actions which can be taken to mitigate the six types of natural hazards that can affect Illinois: severe
storms and tornadoes, floods, severe winter storms, drought, extreme heat and earthquakes.

It is essential that the State of [llinois continue to mitigate losses of human life and property.
The INHMP will be continually reviewed, maintained and updated to reflect the changes in Federal
and State statutes and mitigation opportunities within the State of Illinois. IEMA, pursuant to the
Illinois Emergency Management Agency Act (20 ILCS 3305/), will coordinate the periodic update
and revision of the INHMP.

The Illinois Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan (INHMP) was developed as a cooperative effort
of state agencies under the coordination of the Illinois Emergency Management Agency (IEMA).

F. Demographic Characteristics of Illinois
The population of Illinois is estimated at 12,419,293 making Illinois the fifth most populous state
in the Nation. After the 2000 Census it was found that in the previous decade six Illinois counties

in the North-East section of the state grew in population by over 20 percent. Those counties were:

Boone,
and Will. One county in the South-West

McHenry, Lake, Kane, Kendall

section of the state, Monroe, also grew by
over 20 percent. The 2000 Census also
found that 10 counties grew in population
by 10 to 20 percent. Those counties were:
Winnebago, Ogle, De Kalb, Du Page,
Grundy, McLean, Menard, Brown, Bond
and Johnson. The majority of the counties
that experienced 10 percent or greater
growth were located in the North-Eastern
section of the state. The remaining 72
counties experienced less than 10 percent

growth or negative growth.
