Congratulations! We have received notification from FEMA that your Disaster Mitigation Act
0f 2000 (DMAZ2K) plan has met the required criteria and has been approved. Ihave enclosed the
FEMA approval letter and review crosswalks which contain their comments.

This approval makes the Kankakee County and the fourteen participating jurisdictions (once
they adopt the plan) eligible for mitigation grant funds for the next five years, at which time an updated
plan will need to be submitted for approval. While Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) funds
are only available in the aftermath of a disaster, the new Pre-Disaster Mitigation (PDM) grant program
funds are available through a nationwide competitive program every year. As soon as the yearly
program guidance is released, usually in the fall, IEMA will notify all of the eligible jurisdictions to make
them aware of the opportunity.

Approval of a DMAZ2k plan is a terrific accomplishment and the first step in making your
County safer from natural disasters.
